Recent research to come out of Harvard University shows that even doing 30 minutes of 
exercise every day may not be enough if we spend most of the day sitting at work.  We 
need to keep moving throughout the day as well.  Too many people sit for extended 
periods at their desk during the day and don’t get enough ‘incidental’ exercise.  If you have 
a desk job, try to break up the sitting with some regular walking or even just standing.  Or 
wear a pedometer and aim for 10,000 steps per day.  By simply breaking up the sitting, 
you’ll decrease your risk of serious health problems.
